The Salamander Loop Trail on Mount Warner managed by The 
Trustees of Reservations stands amid a 500-acre swath of protected 
land linking to nearby Lake Warner.  A new trail extension connects 
this trail to the Porter Phelps Huntington House Museum on Route 
47.

Location:	 From Route 9 in Hadley, take Route 47 north for 3 miles and turn right onto Mt. Warner 			 
	 Road. Travel less than 1 mile to reservation on your left.

Trail Type:	 Unpaved hiking trail

Length/Difficulty: 	 2 miles;  Moderate

Permitted Uses:     	 Hiking, horseback riding, dog walking on leash.  Hunting and motor vehicles prohibited.
